2. Insert the air duct in the wall. For ease of installation use the polystyrene wedges included in the delivery. The air duct end must 
protrude for the distance that enables installation of the outer ventilation hood (see the User’s manual for the outer ventilation hood).

4. Replacement of the remote control battery (if necessary).
In case of a long operation of the remote control the battery must 
be replaced.
If the wall vent does not respond to the commands from the 
remote control it is a signal to replace the battery.
